Publishers are asked to ensure that any PDF content they supply pass the following “pre-flight” checks:
· all fonts used in the document should be embedded 
· no passwords should be applied to the PDF
· crop marks or other artifacts from the print production process should be removed
· the crop box and media box values should be the same
Publishers are also asked to provide cover images for each book.  These images should be named and organized in a way that makes it straightforward to associate the ebook PDF file with the correct cover image.
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
